Summer hurricane season can be dangerous when storms knock out electric power.  [CONTACT] of [COMPANY NAME]  reminds residents that during a power outage propane appliances can provide backup power to cool your home, run your refrigerator, operate emergency medical equipment and cook your food.

A propane-powered generator can temporarily power pre-designated equipment such as air conditioners, freezers, sump pumps and lights, regardless of whether the electric grid is up or down.  Many backup generators are hard-wired into the master electric meter and come on automatically when there is a power outage.  So the freezer keeps running, even if no one is home when the power goes out.

[CONTACT] also notes that a propane gas grill is a storm-proof cooking solution.  Besides being reliable, propane gas grills are more economical than charcoal grills and there’s virtually nothing to clean up, either.  Gas grills can be used year-round, as long as they’re used outside and never used or stored in an enclosed area, such as a garage or home.  And hot water is always available with a propane water heater.

[CONTACT] reminds consumers that cylinders containing propane for backup generators should not be used or stored inside a building.  He recommends that homeowners who fuel appliances with propane contact their local fuel supplier about having their delivery accounts put on “automatic.”  That way, a homeowner never has to worry about having an adequate supply of propane.
